Contract 2024-01: 2024 ROAD PROGRAM

This contract includes a base bid and three alternate bids for the milling, base repair and paving of specified
roadways within Perkasie Borough. The base bid also involves roadway widening, installation of pavement
markings, and installation of storm sewer improvements at specified locations. One alternate bid involves the
complete reconstruction of a portion of N. 8™ Street, while the other alternate bids also involve the milling, base
repair and paving of the Borough Police Station Parking Lot along with installation of compliant ADA stalls,
pavement markings and storm sewer improvements. All material, labor, and equipment necessary shall be in
accordance with PennDOT Publication 408 and Borough Standards. Asphalt materials shall be based on
PennDOT’s May 2024 Asphalt Cement Price Index.

The successful Bidder shall be required to furnish proof of insurance, performance and payment bonds for 100%
of the amount of the contract and maintenance bond in such form as meets the approval of the Borough of
Perkasie and having as security thereon such Surety company or companies as are approved by the Borough of
Perkasie.

This project is subject to applicable provisions of Act 89, Transportation (74 PA.C.S.) and Vehicle Code (75
PA.C.S.) Omnibus Amendments and applicable provisions of Act 422, Pennsylvania Prevailing Wage Act, as
amended, and the prevailing minimum wage rates issued by the Pennsylvania Department of Labor and
Industry for work valued at over One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000).
