Richard Hendricks called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Upon a motion by Eileen Bradley, seconded by John Cornelius, the Planning Commission meeting minutes of the September 24, 2014 were unanimously approved.
NEW BUSINESS 


Moyer Living Trust Sketch Plan
Ed Wild, attorney, introduced himself, Scott McMackin from Cowan Associates and Woody Moyer the property owner. He went on to explain the sketch plan submission for 1000 Callowhill. He explained that there is one existing dwelling and they would like to subdivide off one building lot. He went on to acknowledge the review letter from Gilmore and Associates and noted that they had requested a review in light of potential zoning relief they need and was interested in obtaining feedback on the plan prior to asking for relief. 
Scott McMackin gave an overview of the plan, he explained that the frontage would be on Callowhill and hat there is an alley that borders the north side of the parcel. He noted the existing dwelling and explained they would like to subdivide the lot into two keeping the existing dwelling on the one lot and proposing another single family dwelling on the other. The total area is one gross acre, providing each lot with a half an acre. He noted that they would be addressing stormwater management and other improvements as required. It was acknowledged that the second page shows access to the new parcel, underground stormwater basin proposal and access to public water and sewer. 

John Cornelius made comment on the fact that there are two stub outs for access to public facilities. 

Ed Wild suggested going through the review letters and addressed the Bucks County Planning Commission letter.

Scott McMackin made note of comment one in the Bucks County Planning Commission letter, he stated that they would in fact be able to meet the required lot width as defined in the Zoning Ordinance.
Ed Wild noted the front and side yard measurements.

Scott McMackin discussed driveway access to the new lot. He explained that they would like to take access off the alley rather on Callowhill. The Bucks County Planning Commission also endorsed his in their review letter. The other alternative would be doing a shared driveway.
Nate Fox asked about the condition of the alley and whether it was paved or stone.

Woody Moyer explained that it was paved and that a residence utilized it as primary access.

Eileen Bradley asked if cars park on the alley.

Woody Moyer explained they did not.

Ed Wild stated that they would look into site distances due to the proximity to Ridge Road and the curve.

There was discussion on the slopes on site and the flow of traffic from Ridge Road to Callowhill.
Ed Wild explained they would comply with the items in both the Bucks County Planning Commission and Gilmore and Associates letter’s. 

There was further discussion on the steep slopes and whether or not man made steep slopes would be included in the steep slopes calculation. It was recommended that the applicant find out what steep slopes were man made and what were natural.
Eileen Bradley suggested that when they recalculate the buildable area that they should be prepared with stormwater management controls.

Ed Wild made note that by allowing the driveway to exit out onto the alley would disturb less steep slopes.

Doug Rossino asked about percolation testing for stormwater management facilities and recommended they do so to ensure what stormwater management controls can be implemented.

Scott McMackin confirmed they would look into it and that the stormwater controls have not been designed yet and discussed potential options.


Ordinance #979 Park and Recreation Impact Fee

Nate Fox commented that changes were made to the proposed Ordinance based on the comments from both the Borough Planning Commission and Bucks County Planning Commission. When required open space is not met an impact fee of $1,500 per unit payable at the time of building permit can be applied. Beyond this a credit can be given of up to $500 per unit when recreation areas, playground equipment or other similar improvements are dedicated to the Borough or other suitable organization that’s approved by Council.
Maureen Wheatley noted some editorial issues.

Nate Fox noted that they would be addressed.

There were discussions on whether the fee would increase over time and how that could be executed. It was acknowledged this could be put in the fee schedule which is revisited annually.

Eileen Bradley recommended approval of the Ordinance with the conditions that the Bucks County Planning Commission letter is addressed, regular review of the amount and the possibility of it being in the fee schedule, seconded by Barbara Faust, the motion was unanimously approved.
Eileen Bradley went on to make a second motion that Council consider adopting a seperate standalone ordinance for nonresidential impact fees, seconded by Barbara Faust and unanimously approved.

Maureen Wheatley acknowledged that there will only be one meeting, the second week rather than the fourth, held in both November and December.
