1. Pledge of Allegiance:  Chairman Brummett led those present in the pledge of allegiance  
2. Public Forum: 

· No Smoking Policy – Kali Nicholas addressed the Board regarding the Young Guns at Play initiative to ban smoking in public parks.  Ms. Nicholas’ concern arose from the amount of adults smoking at Little League games.  Carolyn Hanel commented that Little League has a rule prohibiting smoking in dugouts or on the fields.  Ms. Nicholas is concerned about the smoking in other areas such as under the bleachers or near the concession stand.  The Park and Rec Board were sympathetic to Ms. Nicholas’ request.
On motion by Rich Brummett, seconded by Chris Uncango, the PRB unanimously recommended that Borough Council consider an ordinance prohibiting tobacco products in Borough parks.
3. Approval of Minutes:   No pending meeting minutes
4. Old Business 
· March 14 Celtic Festival and Parade –Carolyn Hanel reported that despite cold and rainy weather the first annual Celtic Festival and Parade was held as scheduled.  Approximately 200 people attended the events in town center.  There were over a dozen entries in the parade.  As of the meeting approximately $1,700 was realized as profit from the event.  All Borough expenses other than labor were reimbursed.
· Adult Evening School - Carolyn Hanel reported that Joe Ferry has submitted a proposal to the school district to administer the former adult evening school.  The proposal will be reviewed by the Pennridge School Board in late April.
5. Reports
· Dog Park – Carolyn Hanel advised that the Dog Owner Group (currently operating the Perkasie Dog Park) have advised the Borough that they wish to terminate their lease of the dog park property as of May 14, 2015.  
6. New Business
· PRB Member Vacancy –The members present endorsed the staff recommendation to appoint Lisa Walters to the Park and Rec Board.  

On motion by Barbara Hollenbach, seconded by Nelson Hollenbach the other 3 candidates for the PRB were unanimously recommended for appointment to the Master Plan Study Committee
· Master Plan Study Committee – the PRB concurred with the staff recommendations for membership on the Study Committee.  The initial meeting of the committee will be May 6 in conjunction with the Park and Rec Board meeting.
· Soapbox Derby – Staff advised that Dan Gilbert, Public Works Director, will meet with William Pike to discuss relocating the 2016 Soap Box Derby to Perkasie.
· Background Check Legislation – Staff distributed information on new regulations regarding required background clearances for people working with children.  Carolyn Hanel commented that the new procedures were already being used for the pool employees, but that the coaches and assistant coaches in the summer basketball league would now need to obtain the clearances.
7. Other Business and Discussion
· Family Fridays – the PRB discussed the dwindling attendance at the Family Friday events.  Carolyn Hanel noted that she was not scheduling any Family Fridays for the fall as the revenue is not paying for the entertainment.  It was suggested that we consider other locations for the Family Fridays (e.g., bowling, roller skating, etc.) and increased advertising and promotion.
8. Adjourn: On motion by Barbara Hollenbach, seconded by Chris Uncango, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
