1. Pledge of Allegiance:   Mr.   Hollenbach led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.
2. Introductions:   Lisa Walters was introduced as the newest member of the Park and Rec Board.  Lisa is completing the unfinished term of Mary McKay, which expires December 31, 2015.

Those present approved the draft RFP for review by DCNR.
Scott Bomboy was elected Chair of the committee.  The group will meet again to review the responses to the RFP.

4. Public Forum: No items for discussion under Public Forum.
5. Approval of Minutes:   On motion by Chris Uncango, seconded by Barbara Hollenbach, the minutes of the April 1, 2015 meeting were unanimously approved with Lisa Walters abstaining
6. Old Business 
· Adult Evening School  - Carolyn Hanel advised that Joe Ferry is going to administer this program for the Pennridge School District.  The Park and Recreation Department will not be involved.
· April 11 Bus Trip – Carolyn Hanel reported that 52 persons went on the trip.  The next trip is planned for October 24, 2015.
· Fishing Derby – The first annual Fishing Derby was organized by intern Joe Gillen as an intern project.  Approximately 50 adults and children participated.  It was suggested that in 2016 the derby be held on the first Saturday of April to assure that the creek will be stocked with fish.
· Earth Day – Held on April 25, this was Joe Gillen’s second intern project.  Attendance was low because of the cold temperatures.  
Press coverage for Earth Day and the Fishing Derby was excellent.

7. Reports
· Dog Park- Carolyn Hanel noted that the Dog Owners Group had advised the Borough as of April 14,2015 that they did not wish to renew the lease for the dog park property.

8. Events
· Farmers’ Market – Linda Reid, Events Coordinator provided a written report on the status of the Farmers’ Market.  The Market will return June 20, with June 27 as the “grand” opening.

· Community Day – July 5 in Lenape Park.  Park and Rec will be in charge of the Lucky Duck Derby again.
· Under the Stars Car Show – Scheduled for August 15, 2015.  Linda Reid and Carolyn Hanel have met with representatives of the Good Time Motorvators and POTA (who formerly ran the car show) to review the plans and procedure for the car show.
9. New Business
· Skate Park Maintenance – Carolyn Hanel advised those present that McDonald’s has graciously offered to assist with the maintenance of the skate park; particularly trash pick up.  This will not be announced to the public or posted at the park, as the Park and Rec Board wants the skate park users to keep the facility clean and not rely on McDonald’s.
10. Other Business and Discussion
· Lights at Menlo – Flo Ann Frei asked why the lights were on at the Menlo Aquatics Center on Saturday, May 2.  Staff contacted the Electric Department and discovered that the timers were being adjusted and the lights were inadvertently left on.

· Calendar of Events – Flo Ann Frei and the Park and Rec Board members suggested that the Borough post a calendar of events in the community and particularly in the parks on the website.

· Young Lungs at Play Program – Chris Uncango asked about the status of this request and the recommendation made by the Park and Rec Board at the April meeting to Council in support of banning smoking in all Borough parks.
