PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE

Consider Road Program

Upon motion by Purcell, seconded by Pizzollo, Council unanimously authorized the
Borough Engineer to prepare the 2016 Road Program Bid documents and advertise and distribute




the bid package for the following roads: Chestnut Court, Nob Hill Drive, Fairview Avenue, and
Wyckford Drive with Ridge Avenue and Tunnel Road as alternates to the base bid.

PUBLIC UTILITY COMMITTEE

Jim Purcell mentioned a thank you note the Borough received from the Perkasie Woods
subdivision thanking the Electric Department for all the work it did for the development.

PLANNING AND ZONING COMMITTEE

Discuss New Stormwater Ordinance

Councilmembers reviewed a draft of the proposed new Chapter 158 Stormwater
Management. Borough Engineer Doug Rossino was present and reviewed the main points of the
new ordinance. It was agreed that the Borough Solicitor would prepare the new Chapter 158 in
ordinance form so that a draft can be ready for a future meeting.

Consider Resolution #2016-1, Dunkin Donuts Escrow Release #4

Upon motion by Kravitz, seconded by Purcell, Council unanimously approved Resolution
#2016-1 to authorize a reduction in the escrow for the Pemma Holdings, LLC, Land
Development Project as approved by Anderson Engineering Associates, Inc., in the amount of
$149,225.49 to reduce the total escrow to $134,789.90 and to authorize the signature of the
Borough Manager and Borough Council President on the escrow reduction.

Consider Resolution #2016-2, Country Ridge Escrow Release #2

Upon motion by Krantz, seconded by Purcell, Council unanimously approved Resolution
#2016-2 to authorize a reduction in the escrow for the Hallmark Homes Group-Country Ridge,
LLC Land Development Project as approved by Gilmore & Associates, Inc., in the amount of
$185,848.45 to reduce the total escrow to $355,753.12 and to authorize the signature of the
Borough Manager on the escrow reduction.

PARK AND RECREATION COMMITTEE

Discuss Ordinance #993, Gatherings in the Park

Upon motion by Purcell, seconded by Krantz, Council unanimously authorized the
Solicitor to advertise proposed Ordinance #993 amending the Borough Code of Ordinances at
Section 124-8 to revise the permitting requirements for gatherings in the park to allow for
administrative issuance of permits for gatherings of less than fifty (50) persons for a public
hearing at the February 15, 2016 Borough Council meeting.

Consider Park Reservation from Blooming Glen Mennonite Church

Upon motion by Pizzollo, seconded by Aigeldinger, Council unanimously approved
Blooming Glen Mennonite Church to hold an outdoor church service and baptism in the creek at
Kulp Park on Sunday, May 22, 2016 from 8:00AM to 1:00PM.




Consider Park Reservation from Trinity Lutheran Church

Upon motion by Krantz, seconded by Purcell, Council unanimously approved a park
reservation form from Trinity Church youth to reserve the Menlo Park Pavilion on
March 26, 2016 from 9:30AM to 11:00AM to hold an Easter Egg Hunt.

Consider Resolution #2016-3, Authorize Fire Police Events 2016

Upon motion by Krantz, seconded by Purcell, Council unanimously approved Resolution
#2016-3 authorizing the Perkasie Fire Police to assist for special events and times of
emergencies.

Consider Resolution #2016-4, Authorize Fire Police Officers for 2016

Upon motion by Krantz, seconded by Aigeldinger, Council unanimously approved
Resolution #2016-4 authorizing the Borough of Perkasie to appoint fire police to regulate traffic
and keep crowds under control.

1 Five Year Term Perkasie Regional Authority Board

The floor was opened for nominations for a five year term to the Perkasie Regional
Authority Board. Suzanne Kravitz made a motion to appoint Tom Horn, which was seconded by
Jim Purcell. Tom Horn was appointed to the Perkasie Regional Authority Board for a five year

term.

Vacancy Board

The floor was opened for nominations to the Perkasie Borough Vacancy Board. Barbara
Krantz nominated Rich Hendricks which was seconded by Steve Pizzollo. Chuck Brooks
nominated John Knouse which was seconded by Jim Purcell. Upon roll call vote
Councilmembers Brooks, Krantz, Ryder and Aigeldinger voted for John Knouse.
Councilmembers Purcell, Kravitz, Pizzollo, and Frei voted for Rich Hendricks. The vote was a
tie at 4 to 4. Mayor Hollenbach was asked to cast the deciding vote which was for Rich
Hendricks. By a 5-4 vote, Rich Hendricks was appointed to the Perkasie Vacancy Board through
January 2017.
