1. Pledge of Allegiance: Those present joined in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance
2. Introduction of New Members:  Mary Pappas and Scott Bomboy were introduced as newly appointed members.  Both Ms. Pappas and Mr. Bomboy are also serving on the Master Plan Study Committee.
3. Public Forum:    There was no public forum
4. 2016 Reorganization:  The following members were elected to serve as officers in 2016:

Carolyn Hanel agreed to continue to serve as Secretary.

At this point, Chris Uncango took charge of the meeting.
5. Approval of Minutes:   The Meeting Minutes for December 2, 2015 were unanimously approved on motion by Kevin Gardner, seconded by Lisa Walters.
6. Old Business:  Carolyn Hanel reviewed the current status of the following:
· March 12 Celtic Festival and Parade – the parade will start at the South Middle School at 11:00 and proceed to Sellersville.  There will be entertainment, food and beer in the grove behind the Sellersville Fire House from Noon to 4:00 p.m.
· Master Plan Study Committee – Two of the stakeholder meetings were canceled due to weather and will be re-scheduled.  A public meeting to present the draft designs will be held on February 23rd.
7. Reports:  The monthly reports were briefly reviewed and an Annual Report for 2015 was distributed.

8. New Business
· Summer Concerts – Staff advised that two concerts are scheduled in Lenape Park this summer in addition to 4 at Menlo Park.  Lisa Walters suggested having food trucks at the concerts in Lenape.
· Movies in the Park – Carolyn Hanel asked the PRB for their opinion on scheduling movies for showing in Lenape Park.  The PRB was in favor and again suggested inviting food trucks as vendors.
· Pre School Camp – Carolyn Hanel announced that the Park and Rec Department will not be offering the single-week specialty camps this summer because of dwindling enrollment the last 4 summers.  The only exception will be the Theater Camp.  The Recreation Department will be offering a six-week program for pre-school aged children (3-5) in the mornings.  The program will be offered in 3 sessions of 2-weeks each.  Cost for the six weeks will be $375.00 for Borough residents.  
9. Other Business and Discussion
· Perkasie Woods:  The PRB expressed concern about pedestrians safely crossing from the new Perkasie Woods development to Lenape Park.  

· 16” Softball:  Chris Uncango announced  his intention to develop a fall coed softball league for seniors using a 16” softball.
