2. Public Forum:   There was no public forum.
3. Approval of Meeting Minutes:   On motion by Kevin Gardner, seconded by Judy Decker the Minutes of the February 3, 2016 Meeting were unanimously approved.

· Menlo Aquatics Center Concession Stand Lease:  Staff advised that two proposals were received to operate the concession stand in 2016.  One from Perkasie Pizza and Pasta for $3,000 and the other from Rita’s Wudder Ice for $3,501.  On motion by Lisa Walters, seconded by Mary Pappas, the Park and Recreation Board unanimously recommended that the lease be signed with Rita’s Wudder Ice for $3,501 for the 2016 season.
· Great American Cleanup of PA:   Staff reviewed the parameters of the Great American Clean Up.  The Park and Rec Board suggested having a day for residents and businesses to clean up their property and a separate day for cleanup in the Borough parks.
· Playground Equipment – Kulp Park and Spruce Street Playground:  Staff presented a proposal from Boyce Associates to provide playground equipment for both Spruce Street and Second Street to replace the deteriorating wooden units.  On motion by Judy Decker, seconded by Chris Uncango, the Park and Rec Board unanimously recommended that Borough Council authorize the purchase of the equipment for a total cost of $63,737.00.
· Skateboarding Camp:  Staff has met with Brandon Yaroma who has agreed to conduct a summer camp at the skate park to provide instruction and skills development
7. Other Business and Discussion
· 16” Softball League/Program:  Chris Uncango reviewed this program with the Park and Rec Board.   The program is primarily for older populations and would be held in the fall when the fields are normally open.  There will be pick-up games; no organized schedule or league.  Ten people to a team and safety bases.  Each team provides their own umpire who stand behind the pitcher and only calls plays at the bases; no balls or strikes.
