
PERKASIE BOROUGH 
PARKS AND RECREATION BOARD 
MINUTES OF THE MEETING 
April 6, 2016
The Perkasie Borough Park and Recreation Board met on April 6 in the Borough Hall.  Present were:  Chris Uncango, Chair; Nelson Hollenbach, Vice-Chair and Elder Delegate; Barbara Hollenbach, Scott Bomboy, Mary Pappas, Kevin Gardner, Lisa Walters and Judy Decker.  Staff present were Linda Reid, Community Events Coordinator and Carolyn Hanel, Director of Parks and Recreation.
1. Pledge of Allegiance:   Chairman Chris Uncango called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.
2. Public Forum:  There was no public comment.
3. Approval of Meeting Minutes:   The Minutes of the April 6, 2016 Meeting were unanimously approved on motion by Chris Uncango, seconded by Judy Decker.
4. Old Business- Updates:   Staff briefly reviewed the status of the following:
· Celtic Festival – March 11- The event had a crowd estimated at 2,000.  The Park and Rec Board members suggested that the Kilt Contest be better defined for the participants and the judges.  Linda Reid, Events Coordinator, reported that the event will remain in the grove in Sellersville rather than alternate with downtown Perkasie. It was felt this is the better location for a large crowd and that changing the venue makes it more difficult to recruit vendors.

· Master Plan Study Committee - Carolyn Hanel reported that the final draft plan is on exhibit for public comment through May 17.
· April 2 Best Foot Forward – This event drew over 140 women of all ages.  The reception was enthusiastic and Sisters U plans to repeat the event annually.

· Dog Park – Carolyn Hanel reported that the attorney representing the Dog Owners’ Group advised that the financial reports have been filed to dissolve the non-profit and a check for the proceeds of the treasury would be forwarded to the Borough shortly.
· Clean Up Event(s) – Carolyn Hanel distributed information on the Great American Clean Up.  The Park and Rec Board suggested having two clean ups; one for private property and one for public property.  On May 21 Borough residents will be encourage to clean up their properties. The Recycling Center will be open from 7:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. and yard waste will also be accepted at the Recycling Center that day
· Liberty Bell Trail – Carolyn Hanel advised that she is applying for two grants to update the 2005 Liberty Bell Trail feasibility study.  It is hoped that one grant may be used as match for the other and no municipal funds will be required.
5. Reports - The monthly reports for March were distributed and briefly reviewed.  There were no questions.

6. New Business
· Farmers Market Policy – Linda Reid reviewed the status of the 2016 market regarding vendors, entertainment, fees, etc.  She also presented a draft policy that was reviewed by the Park and Rec Board. On motion by Mary Pappas, seconded by Scott Bomboy, the Park and Rec Board unanimously recommended that the Borough Council adopt the Farmers Market Policy as presented.
SNAP Program – Linda also distributed information on the Supplemental Nutrition Program (SNAP) which was formerly referred to as food stamps.  Farmers Markets may participate in this program to encourage participants to purchase fresh produce.  The Park and Rec supported the idea of enrolling in the program; on motion by Mary Pappas, seconded by Lisa Walters, the Park and Rec Board unanimously recommended that Borough Council approve participation in the SNAP  for the Perkasie Farmers’ Market.
7. Other Business and Discussion
· 16” Softball League/Program – Chris Uncango briefly reviewed the concept of this program to be offered in the fall for residents age 50 and above.
8. Adjourn:  There being no futher business, the meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
